Now in our 17th year, we remain dedicated to inclusive, welcoming programs that support families, celebrate diversity, and strengthen
community connections. Today, Pretend City stands as Orange County’s premier hub for early childhood education, and we are deeply
grateful for every new and continued supporter who recognizes the importance of investing in a child’s earliest years.

In 2025, 1,475 children received free Health Assessments and
Developmental Screenings. These screenings help identify delays early,
highlight strengths, and connect families to resources when support
matters most. They also give caregivers the knowledge and confidence to
nurture their child’s growth.

At Pretend City, we believe every child deserves
the chance to learn, play, and feel a sense of
belonging - no matter their background or
circumstances. That's why we work closely with
schools, nonprofits, and community partners to
open our doors to families who might not
otherwise have access.

Through programs like Welcome Families,
Museums for All, and Military Families, we
create joyful, inclusive experiences that reflect
the rich diversity of our community. We also
hosted KidBuilder Day with First 5 OC, a free
community day that invites families to explore,
connect, and celebrate early learning through
play. In 2025, we welcomed more through than
30,000 guests through these opportunities.

Through generous grant funding Pretend City hosted more than
8,700 students and chaperones, for field trips, including those

from 32 Title 1 schools supported with transportation. These
visits brought classroom learning to life while they explored real-
world concepts like community roles and sustainability.

Pretend City welcomed over 2,200 to Baby Steps designed for children up to
18 months of age and to support their parents and other caregivers. A slower-
paced environment focuses on exploration and early developmental
milestones, helping caregivers better understand and support their child’s
growth.

For families graduating from Baby Steps, Pretend City is introducing

monthly Toddler Town for children ages 18 months to 3 years in 2026, along
with new Prenatal and Postnatal Workshops, supporting expectant parents
and breastfeeding mothers.
